***The essay will need to be at least 2 pages long (Times New Roman or Arial, 12 point, double
spaced) and must have a thesis statement that clearly explains what the main similarities and
differences are between the two societies. You must have at least 3 quotes from each book to

support your argument.

e Content: information is well-presented, clear, and correct throughout
e Visuals: all visuals or images are relevant and complement the text.
e Mechanics: grammar and spelling are correct. Consistent and engaging style
throughout.

e Creativity: exceptional originality of presented material and interpretation.
